foliage. Indoor performance might improve
if you move closer to window, but some
window sun-shielding films can block
satellite signals.
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* Move away from radios, entertainment
equipment, and other electronic devices that
might interfere with or block AGPS satellite
signals.

e |f your phone has a retractable antenna,
extend the antenna.

e Hold your phone away from your body, and
point the phone antenna toward the sky. Do
not cover the antenna area with your fingers.

government and subject to changes implemented in
accordance with the Department of Defense AGPS
user policy and the Federal Radio Navigation Plan.

Remain on the phone for as long as the
emergency response center instructs you.

For best results:

¢ Move away from radios, entertainment
equipment, and other electronic devices that
might interfere with or block AGPS satellite
signals.

If your phone cannot find strong AGPS satellite
signals, the location of the nearest cell tower in
contact with your phone is automatically provided to
the emergency response center.
